	Song

Select a song that reflects the theme/main idea in your novel. Prepare a collage including your song’s lyrics that showcase the theme/main idea. Include an accompanying card that helps the reader relate to the how and why the song relates to the novel’s meaning.
	Interview

Compile 6-9 questions that relate to the theme/main idea or issue faced by the characters in your novel. Be sure your questions are meaningful and detailed and allow the interviewee to expand and elaborate. Conduct the interview and record their responses.
	Plan 
Propose a recipe or set of directions for how you would improve the conflict (fiction) or problem (nonfiction) highlighted in your novel.



	Product

Design a product to showcase the relationships between all mentioned characters within your novel that helps your readers to understand all character relationships. In a written paragraph, identify which character relationship was the most complicated with textual evidence (APE).
	Response

Formulate an opinion as to why different target audiences might have different responses to your novel. Write at least two responses to your novel from different perspectives.
	Poster Quote

Examine a quote from your novel that reflects the theme/main idea, hero’s big moment, conclusion or significant scene. Display your quote with an original and detailed poster to enhance the meaning. On the back include a written paragraph APEing your choice of quote.

	Text to World

Many readers often equate the setting of the novel to another novel or another character (text to text) or make a connection to themselves (text to self). Identify a text to world connection and display your connection using media literary.
	Commercial

Plan and construct a commercial to advertise the theme/main idea of your novel.  Include the theme/main idea of your novel in your commercial. Be sure to include your script to be handed in.

	Timeline

Examine the plotline of your novel and create a chronological timeline. Be sure to include the characteristics of all narratives (plot, characters, setting, rising action, climax and conclusion.
